A. BACKGROUND 
Canada has competed at the World U19 Championship every four years since its inception in 1995, winning bronze in 1999 and 2003.  The Canadian U19 Women’s National Team Program will compete at the FIL World U19 Championship in Hannover, Germany in August 2011.

To work within the schedule of confirmed and tentative dates established by the National Team Committee, and provide input into the competitive schedule for the summers of 2010 and 2011.
